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UPHOLDING THE PROMISES OF THE CONSTITUTION—WITH YOUR HELP

e are facing a civil liberties crisis. All across the

country, state lawmakers are aggressively pursuing
sweeping efforts to push extreme agendas through legis-
latures, exploiting the current economic crisis to under-
cut the most vulnerable members of our society.

Never have we seen so many
unconstitutional bills gener-
ated in so many places at the
same time.

The proponents of this
agenda are organized and
well funded, with devastating
results: in the past six months,
they have passed a record
number of abortion restric-
tions — including the recent 20
week abortion ban in Idaho;
they have exploited anti-
immigrant and anti-Muslim
sentiment to pass radical and
discriminatory bills; and they
are working to pass voter sup-
pression laws designed to
keep certain populations
away from the polls in over a
dozen states. These threats
constitute an attack on our
country’s founding tenets of
liberty, justice, and equality
for all.

At the same time, today, a
decade after 9/11, we contin-
ue to confront the legacy of
government abuses carried
out in the name of national
security. The government
continues to detain individu-
als without charges or trials

and has expanded its unlawful
surveillance of Americans.
Officials responsible for sanc-
tioning torture have still not
been held accountable. The
very rights and liberties that
define this country’s great-
ness are being jeopardized.

Taking Action

he American Civil
Liberties Union is
meeting these battles

head on—as we have for
nearly a century—using a
combination of strategic liti-
gation, public education, and
advocacy. With an on-the-
ground presence in every
state, and with the power of a
far-reaching network of orga-
nizers, lobbyists, and 500,000
members, the ACLU is suc-
cessfully shutting down
efforts to erode our constitu-
tional rights and liberties.

On the federal level, we
continue to confront the gov-
ernment when it abuses its
power—sometimes being the
lone voice to do so. For
example, we helped derail
passage of a breathtakingly
broad new authorization for
war that would have given the
Executive Branch the power
to use military force—any-
where and at any time—with-
out Congressional approval.
To challenge the govern-
ment’s unchecked spying on

Americans in the name of the
“war on terror,” we recently
filed over 375 requests in 31
states to uncover when, why,
and how law enforcement is
using cell phone location data
to track Americans.

We are making progress
and achieving success on sev-
eral fronts, but to effectively
meet the unprecedented
assault on civil liberties that
we face today, we need to
substantially ramp up our
efforts. And so, we are reach-
ing out to those who are clos-
est to us, and we are asking
you to consider supporting
the ACLU in ways—and at a
level—that you might never
have before.

With your partnership, we
have built the ACLU of Idaho
presence significantly over
the past few years, where
civil liberties violations are
the most egregious and where
resources are scarce. With
your increased investment,
we will have the additional
resources needed to take
advantage of this expanded
capacity, not only to fight

ACLU of Idaho newslet-

ter, we reported about the
phenomenal growth of our
legal department, which at the
time was teeming with interns
from Boise State University
and dedicated to responding
to every legal intake letter
received. Unfortunately, col-
lege interns are unable to stay
forever and the American
economy is playing havoc
with organizations like the
ACLU of Idaho, which runs
solely on the donations of its
members.

In the last issue of the

THE ACLU OF IDAHO

NEW PHILOSOPHY

FOR ITS LEGAL
PROGRAM.

Due to budgetary con-
straints and a new focus on
outreach, the ACLU of Idaho
is implementing a new phi-
losophy for its legal program.
Although state and county
inmates incarcerated through-
out the state write most of the
legal intake our office
receives, we are cutting back
on the amount of self-advoca-
cy information that we pro-
vide for them. The costs of
printing and mailing legal
forms and other informational
resources (such as Prisoner
Self-Help Packets, Idaho Tort
Claims Forms, ACLU Know
Your Rights topics, and chap-
ters from the Idaho Jail
Standards Policy Manual)
will no longer be borne by the
ACLU of Idaho. Prisoners
and others secking assistance
with legal research or filing
lawsuits will be referred else-
where.

The legal department will

still be answering the letters it
receives; however, like many
other ACLU affiliates, our
responses are going to be less
individualized. Prisoners and
the caring public can rest
assured knowing, though, that
our office is still reviewing all
correspondence. We will sim-
ply be unable to devote the
amount of time and resources
that we have in the past to
drafting personal responses
and providing information.

The legal team greatly val-
ues the letters and the infor-
mation sent to us from the
inmate population. Without
their letters, our organization
would be in the dark concern-
ing many of the shortcomings
of our state’s prisons and
jails. We are hopeful that with
more time to devote to special
projects and ongoing litiga-
tion, we will have an even
greater impact for civil liber-
ties protections statewide.

Legal intake received from
inmates has been the key to
uncovering civil rights abuses
associated with incarceration
in Idaho. Sometimes the let-
ters we receive from prisoners
express their gratitude for the
work the ACLU of Idaho has
done and continues to do in
advancing  Constitutional
rights in prisons and jails. For
instance, in July 2011, we
received a handwritten letter
from Mr. Bryce Peppard, a
former and current Canyon
County jail inmate. He was a
prisoner in 2009, before the
ACLU filed a case on behalf
of prisoners at the Canyon
County jail, and he notes the
difference between being a
prisoner then and being a
prisoner now.

He writes:

“It has been 2! years
since I last was caught smok-
ing a joint in Idaho, and
thrown in Canyon County

Jail. I was placed in Pod 2, G
during my year of sentence.
During that time, the inmate
count was around 115-120
people. I do remember it as
high as 127. This is with hav-
ing only 93 beds available;

everyone else slept on the
floor in plastic trays. Fights in
the holding cell was almost a
daily occurrence. Cleanliness
standards were pathetic at
best. The stress toll on the
guards was also apparent.

Since your organization
helped force this jail to com-
ply to minimum standards ...
I have observed dramatic
improvement in the well
being of both inmate and dep-
uties. Fighting is almost non-
existent; there being enough
room to dissipate tensions.
The guard stress levels are
more relaxed, allowing them
more time to attend to the
individual again, thank
you for wielding your power
in a way that keeps our human
rights secure.” (Mr. Peppard
gave his written consent to
use his name and letter.)

She hugged
me. My father echoed my
mother’s sentiment and then
proceeded to elaborate on the
concept of upward mobility;
his way of communicating to
me that he was proud to hear
the news. He is not much of a
hug-type of guy.

I share my parent’s experi-
ence here because they are
part of my story and help
define who I am today. It’s
indeed a humbling experience
to take the helm of Education/
Communications Coordinator
at ACLU of Idaho; a position
I will fully immerse myself in

and with the ACLU team con-
tinue to move the organiza-
tion forward.

I bring a set of relation-
ships and skills from my pre-
vious position as the Lead
Organizer with the Idaho
Community Action Network
(ICAN) where 1 was
employed for the past 8 years.
During my tenure at ICAN I
helped propel the organiza-
tion to be one of the most
highly regarded community
organizing/issue advocacy
organizations in the state and
region. In 2006 at the height
of the immigrant rights move-
ment, I helped organized over
12,000 immigrants and sup-
porters to peacefully march
downtown Boise to demand
justice for immigrants.

During 2005-2006 1 led a
tough accountability cam-
paign on the issue of pesticide
safety after an incident where
30 farm workers were negli-
gently exposed to dangerous
pesticides while working in
an onion field in Canyon
County. Through much press
work and pressure, the Idaho
State Department of
Agriculture conducted a full
investigation of the incident
and levied large fines that

Dues paying
members who reside in Idaho
are automatically members of
both the ACLU of Idaho and the
national ACLU. Membership
donations and other contribu-
tions to the ACLU of Idaho, Inc.
or national ACLU support our
legislative and lobbying work
and are not tax-deductible.

Foundation — The ACLU
Foundation of Idaho is a non-
profit organization that pro-
vides legal assistance and
conducts educational pro-
grams. Donations to either the
ACLU of Idaho Foundation or
the national ACLU Foundation
are tax-deductible.

Both the ACLU of Idaho and
the ACLU of Idaho Foundation
are part of the same overall
organization — the ACLU.
However, it is necessary to
have two separate organiza-
tions to enable us to do the
broad range of work necessary
to protect civil liberties.
